Bonfire's Electronic Sourcing (E-Sourcing) platform allows us to effortlessly broadcast our competitive solicitations online, inviting vendors to seamlessly submit their proposals. Once submitted, our evaluation committee members can efficiently assess and score these proposals within the same platform, streamlining the entire process.
Why do we use Bonfire E-Sourcing?
Adopting an E-Sourcing platform has become the industry norm for procurement. This platform enables us to access a broader pool of vendors, significantly reduce paper consumption, and enhance the efficiency of our processes, as evaluators can conveniently review materials and score proposals remotely.
How do vendor’s get notified and/or participate in an E-Sourcing Project?

Vendors receive email notifications directly from Bonfire, inviting them to participate when a project becomes active. Registered vendors on Bonfire are automatically alerted to projects relevant to the goods and services they offer. Additionally, we have the flexibility to include vendor email addresses in our projects, extending notifications to those who may not be part of Bonfire's vendor database.
Do vendors have to pay to register with Bonfire?
No, Bonfire registration is free for all vendors.
Who can use Bonfire’s E-Sourcing?
